  Secretary/Public Relations (Cindy/Mary): There are 397 members, 15 of whom are lifetime members

  Treasurer/ Finance (Craig Houston). As of Dec 31, General Fund: $5,676.71

Repair the Dam fund: $34,777.23 The total fund is $40, 453.75. The $11,200 mentioned below will be withdrawn from the Repair The Dam fund.
  Projects & Trail Committee (Allen Mountz). No current projects  on the trail this winter. 

  Construction Liaison Committee (Ed Franco).Jerry Woomer will be completing submission of the DEP dam permit within the next 2 weeks. He anticipates having an approved permit no later than June 2009., which should allow the project to continue on schedule.

The flowage easements have now been surveyed, but meetings with the landowners will not occur until mid February due to the difficulty of obtaining appraisals of similar properties.


Upon receipt of the DEP permit, more specific planning regarding maintenance silt removal will be initiated. Additional sources of funding may need to be accessed.

LOWER FRANKFORD TOWNSHIP: The township has a bid for $29,000 for the restroom,. A cost savings of $1,321 can be achieved through pre-payment. The township is requesting that FOLC make their contribution of $11,200 now to allow the twp to purchase the  restrooms at the discounted price. 

A motion was made and approved by the Board to transfer $11,200 from FOLC to the township representing FOLC’s matching contribution for the $60,000 C2P2 DCNR grant for a picnic pavilion and handicap accessible toilets.


It is anticipated that the toilets will be delivered in March 2009. The Pavilion is planned for the spring of 2009
