


F.O.L.C BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING





AUG 6, 2008




LOWER FRANKFORD TOWNSHIP BUILDING

1. Welcoming remarks: President Steve Fealtman welcomed everyone to the first meeting since June. He announced that F.O.L.C will be be given the Conservation Organization of the Year Award by the Cumberland County Conservation District. This award will be presented on  August 26, 2008.

2. Committee reports: 

a. Treasurer’s report: Craig Houston reported a total of $39,192.36 from combined accounts.

b. Secretary/ membership: Cindy Criswell reported that the membership is currently at 388.

c. Projects and Trails: one Eagle Scout project has been completed with the installation of blue bird, owl and wood duck boxes around the lake, Steve will contact the scout troop and ask if the troop will be able to maintain the boxes and clean them out each year. F.O.L.C. would like to thank Eagle Scout  Tyler Wonders and Troop 174  for this work along the Anglers Access Trail. Another Eagle Scout project is still in the planning stage. Jake Kraybill plans to do improvements on the stairs on either side of the  road bridge at the north end of the trail. He will present his project to the Board at the September Board meeting. Recording Secretary, Mary Franco sent Tyler a thank you note on behalf of the Board.

d. Construction Liaison Township

i. .Application for DEP Dam Grant is complete. Township has clarified that they will not be managing the construction of the dam and await the cooperative agreement between the township, PaFBC and DGS.

ii. Final details of the DCNR grant for the pavilion have been submitted and approval is expected the third week of August.

iii. The township reported that the cooperative mowing has been going well.

e. Construction liaison /FOLC

i. Gerry Womer, PaFBC engineer has stated that dredging will not be part of his permit application. Similarly, David Houser,  habitat manager for PaFBC clarified that only minimal channel  enhancement would be part of their efforts. If FOLC is interested in having some silt material removed from the north end of the lake to help restore the lost acreage of water, FOLC will need to make application directly to DEP . It was agreed that Tim Barrick and others on the construction liaison committee will try to  meet with David Houser and Cumberland County Conservation District to consider whether it is realistic for FOLC to initiate a permit application with DEP through Biologist Jack Hill.

ii. Adopt-a-Lake and Habitat restoration projects.: PaFBC (David Houser) informed FOLC that any projects for fish habitat enhancement would require us to apply for permits. FOLC board decided that with all the other projects  in process, taking the lead in fish habitat enhancement was not a priority for the organization at this point in time.

3. Miscellaneous

a. Workdays: September 20 and 21 to do general trail trimming, mulching, to focus on sections on the south and north west side and some areas on the east side. Stumps need removal or marking for better visibility.

b. Litter signs. Mary Franco will continue to pursue this project. Tim Barrick had learned that the Dept of Corrections was re-organizing their sign-painting department and any requests would take about 6 months to complete. Mary will check on other companies.
