1. Welcoming statements. FOLC welcomed Jeff Boyer from John Gleim

Environmental Group.. Mr. Boyer was present to discuss the silt removal project and the Board appreciated his interest in the project.. See Below

2. President’s Report

a. FOLC received an award and plaque from Cumberland County Conservation District  for its conservation efforts. The plaque will be installed at the township building for public viewing.

b. Recent damage at south kiosk. The plexi glass frame was ripped off.  Mort Fegley  will graciously see to its repair.

3. Committees Report.  

a. Treasurer/ Finance (Craig). The balance is $39,390.51. 

b. Secretary/Public Relations (Mary)

i. Litter sign update. Mary has prices on signs from Brandt Signs for two different materials- corrugated plastic ones for $$24, and aluminum ones for $40. Mary will follow up with Lori Reemer about having signs made by inmates at the penitentiary. Mort will call his sign company that the township uses. It is suggested that we put up 5 signs at all the convenient lake access sites where litter is usually found.

c. Project & Trails.  (Allen, Steve)

i. Condition. Weed whacking needs to focus on the northwest end which is overgrown from summer.

ii. Upcoming Trail Work Day, Sept 20 and 21, 9 AM to noon . Meet at the main parking lot as usual to get assignments.

iii. Diakon kids may be assigned to work on stump removal and spreading of wood chips. They will be out this Saturday and every Saturday if we can have a FOLC volunteer with them.

d. Construction Liaison 

i. PAFBC – Changes/Updates? Mort reports that he is still waiting for the approval from PFBC to allow the Adams Electric Co to come in and install power for the pavilion. Adams Electric is set to go when we are ready and may be able to access some special funds for public works to help with the cost.

e. Township Progress ?

i. Pavilion/Restroom Project. Mort Fegley is still fine-tuning the plans  and awaiting the DCNR grant. 

ii. Fishing Pier/Walkway Grant. No news on this 

4. Other Business .

a. Dredging Maintenance Silt Removal Discussions . Ed Franco summarized the project for removing silt: FOLC board approved spending $300-400 to Brehm –Lebo engineering to establish elevation benchmarks at the north end of the lake. These benchmarks will be used by Gleim, Inc to develop a cross section and elevations of a proposed 1000 x 100 sf area of the northwest corner of the lake. The Township has been given permission to enter the lake area and dig a number of test holes to assess the nature of the deposited silt  and provide soil samples  for testing to be done by Cumberland Geoscience. Appreciation was expressed to Gleim,  , Inc and Cumberland Geoscience and the township for donating in kind  services. Gleim Inc  will submit a cost estimate to FOLC based on these cross sections regarding the removal of silt. If the estimates appear feasible, given FOLC’s remaining resources, this information will be attached to the PaFBC’s permit application to DEP, NPDS,  and Cumberland Co Conservation District 

b. Adopt-A-Lake discussions. Tim Barrick has met with Dave Hopuser (PFBC Director of Habitat) and while PFBC can provide labor for the enhancement of fish habitat, it will not provide funds. FOLC has decided that its priority is the repair of the dam and the re-establishment of the lake and that taking on another project such as fish habitat is not appropriate at this time.
